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Guidelines for Country Reports

1.	Purpose
To update e-Journal readers on recent developments (during the six month period preceding the relevant e-Journal issue) in policy, law and case law emanating from the forty or so countries in which IUCNAEL member institutions are situated.
To provide some critical reflection on these developments.
To highlight possible new research agenda’s for the IUCNAEL which emanate from these domestic developments.
To facilitate information exchange and collaboration between scholars preparing and reading these reports.
The provide a platform for younger scholars to publish in the international arena.

2.	Authors
The Editorial Committee welcome contributions from all scholars from IUCNAEL member institutions.
The Editorial Committee specifically encourage contributions from younger scholars working independently or in collaboration with their more senior colleagues.

3.	Structure of the Report

The Report should be divided into two/three parts.
Part 1 – Recent Developments in Policy, Statute and Case Law
· This part of the Report should contain a short summary of recent, relevant and noteworthy policies, statutes and cases to have emerged in the preceding 6 months.
· The idea is to highlight those developments which will be of interest to the broader readership of the e-Journal.
· The author may wish to break this section down into three sub-sections: Policy; Statutes; and Case Law.
Part 2 – A Critical Consideration of Recent Domestic Developments
· This part of the Report should contain a brief critical reflection of the nature and impact of these developments from a domestic perspective.
· Aspects which could be included in this part of the Report include: the merits of the various developments; key issues which the developments fail to address; and key questions which the implementation of the developments may raise.
Part 3 – Identification of Possible New Research Agenda’s for the IUCNAEL
· This part of the Report is discretionary but desirable.
· It should, against the background of these developments, identify possible new research agendas for future consideration by the IUCNAEL.
· The idea behind this part of the report is to enable the IUCNAEL to ascertain what issues are of key concern in member’s jurisdictions and to shape its research agenda accordingly.
4.	Form, Length and Referencing

The Report should be a maximum of 3000 words.
The Report should comply with the general ‘Guidance for Contributors’.
All references should be contained in the body of the text (ie no footnotes).
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
