Please answer the following questions in 1500-2000 words. 
· You must cite at least 3 readings from the syllabus and at least 2 sources on your country.
· You may answer each part of the question separately or write your answer as a single essay. 
· Make sure you read the question carefully, that you answer all parts of the question, and that your arguments are backed up with evidence and arguments from the texts you reference in your essay. 
· Make sure to include your citations inline and add a reference list at the end. Guide for proper citation format is available here: http://www.library.cornell.edu/resrch/citmanage/apa
· E-mail submissions are accepted under exceptional circumstances only, and must be approved in advance. Late submissions must be justified to the professor by e-mail in advance of the paper deadline and may result in points off your grade.

Questions

A guiding question of this course is: why do we see the negotiating outcomes that we do in different international environmental regimes, including the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC)? It should be clear from lecture and section materials, and from the work that you have done to date on your country, that multiple factors come into play in determining negotiation outcomes and national interests. Please answer the following questions with that in mind. 

a. Briefly outline the main milestones in global climate negotiations. What are the current goals of UNFCCC negotiations (as stated at the 2011 Durban Conference of the Parties)? (10% of paper grade)
b. Identify 3 general factors that have shaped the outcome of these negotiations to date. Describe and analyze how these factors have shaped negotiation outcomes. Use readings and other material from this course so far to back your arguments. (30% of paper grade)
c. Identify 3 factors that drive national interests in climate negotiations, and state why they are important. Use readings and other material from this course so far to back your arguments. (20% of paper grade)
d. Leading on from the above, what would you say are the chief influences on the stance your country has taken in climate negotiations? These should include domestic political factors, environmental vulnerability and/or international sources of influence. Be specific in your answer, and cite material from your research to date. (40% of paper grade)
e. [bookmark: _GoBack]What is your country’s on two other issue areas (regimes?) we have looked at in this class. Why is their position similar or different to their position on climate change? 
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
