 1. Overview


Purpose: The purpose of the two-day climate simulation will be to attempt to negotiate the provisions of the proposed “Berkeley Amendments to the UNFCCC.” The Amendments set forth a long-term international strategy for reducing greenhouse gas emissions, as well as to address allied issues, including adaptation and the potential role of climate geoengineering to address climate change.

In your role as a delegate for your designated nation, or the European Union, you are expected to represent your actors to the best of your ability, and to try to reach an agreement on the final wording of the draft resolution. Your task, which is assuredly not easy, is thus to balance the interests of your government with the broader interests of the global community. Please try to be creative in finding compromises and creative solutions that can help “thread the needle.”

 2. Negotiation Mechanics


Negotiation Prompts:

1. Be On Time!! Real time, not Berkeley time!
a. Go to your assigned room for the negotiations (see below), not the main classroom!!
2. Classrooms will be arranged in plenary style;
3. Each of the negotiating sessions will be presided over by the President of the COP. The duties of the Conference President will include the following aspects:
· Declare the opening and closing of the session;
· Preside at the meetings of the session;
· Ensure the observance of the rules;
· Accord the right to speak;
· Put questions to the vote and announce decisions; 
· Rule on points of order;
· Have complete control of the proceedings and over the maintenance of order;
· May propose the closure of the list of speakers;
· May propose the limitation on time to be allowed to speakers and on the number of times each representative may speak on a question;
· The adjournment or the closure of the debate and the suspension of the adjournment of a meeting.
4. You should attempt to keep track of the details of the negotiations as they unfold. Thus, please take notes; you are authorized to use your laptop to do so or opt to take notes by hand;
5. The text of the Berkeley Amendments to the UNFCCC will be displayed on the screen in each negotiating round;
a. Rapporteurs will seek to record proposed amendments and display them on the screen in each classroom;
6. You must raise your country badge when your country (or the EU) wishes to speak, propose an amendment or to raise a point of order. You must wait to be recognized by the President before proceeding;
7. Motions related to the text of the Berkeley Amendments to the UNFCCC must be formally proposed and seconded, and voted upon if called for
a. This can include motions to vote on provisions of the Amendments, proposed amendments or motions to suspend debate on any portion of the Amendments, or to move to another portion of the Amendments;
b. For some guidance on the procedures for negotiations of this nature, see the UNFCCC Rules of Procedure on the course website, Rules 31-50 (note: the rules for amendments have been modified for these negotiations, however, i.e. amendments may be made from the floor)
i. Voting rules: 
1. For procedural motions (such as accepting or amending the agenda) a simple majority will suffice. 
2. Motions on the substance of the Berkeley Amendments (its provisions) must be passed by a two-thirds majority of the present countries or regional economic organizations
3. Each country is accorded one vote on all decisions, no matter how many delegates it has (as is true at the Conference of the Parties to the UNFCCC or the Meeting of the Parties to the Kyoto Protocol). However, for the purposes of these negotiations, the European Union’s voting rights is altered. 

The rules of procedure for the UNFCCC provide the following in terms of the voting rights of the EU and its constituent States:


The 28 members of the European Union meet in private to agree on common negotiating positions. The country that holds the EU Presidency - a position that rotates every six months - then speaks for the European Union and its 28 member states. As a regional economic integration organization, the European Union itself can be, and is, a Party to the Convention. However, it does not have a separate vote from its members. [emphasis added]

	However, for the purposes of our simulated negotiations, the European Union will speak for all of its constituent State members, and we will indulge the fiction that it has already consulted with them to formulate a common position on pertinent issues. It will also have only one vote on all matters during the negotiations. 

8. Delegates may feel free to dress as they wish or engage in other theatrical gestures
