Instructions for Pre-Negotiation Paper
Spring, 2008

Your team should prepare a paper of 10-15 double-spaced pages containing the following elements:

1) A one or two page summary of your view of the Draft Syracuse Protocol to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (Syracuse Protocol).   This should explain your view of the Syracuse Protocol and your goals for the negotiation.  
2) A statement of your position with respect to each provision in the Syracuse Protocol, organized by article and section number.  Your position may be one of support, opposition, or indifference.  You are also encouraged to include specific proposals for modification of objectionable provisions.  You need not address the preamble and Article One.  

3)  You should support your general views and your positions with respect to specific provisions that are important to your country with an argument as to why you think the other delegates should adopt your position.  It is appropriate to invoke principles adopted by the parties in the Framework Convention and/or Kyoto Protocols.  You may also use arguments based on economics, ethics, science, or any other relevant matter.  

4) You may include proposals for additional articles.  

5) A brief one paragraph conclusion.  


Your position should realistically represent your country’s views and interests.  While you need not slavishly follow your countries’ previous positions, you should certainly take those positions into account in formulating realistic positions.  Most countries’ positions reflect their own perceptions of their interest combined with some desire to make the joint undertaking successful.
