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In preparing for negotiations, please read each others’ papers, which we have made available on Blackboard.  Each group must appoint a chief spokesperson.  That person will make a five minute opening statement on your team’s behalf to address the draft Syracuse proposal, stating your principal positions on the proposal and trying to persuade others to go along or at least move in your direction. 


Following this, we will meet in caucuses for about thirty minutes.  Brazil, China, and India will meet in a developing country caucus.  Germany, Russia, and the United States will meet in a developed country caucus.  You should attempt to agree among yourselves on a common position to present to the full conference of the parties.  If agreement is not possible, try to come to as many common understandings among as many of your caucus’ countries as possible.  


If you have reached agreement on some issues, you should appoint somebody to make a short presentation of the agreement.  If not, you should have one or two people report on your progress, emphasizing any movement toward common ground.  (For example, if there are two divergent views, you can have one person summarize the disagreement or have one person for each view).  


Following this presentation, there will be a break.  After the break, I will chair a conference of all the parties we have here, and attempt to broker an agreement among all of you on a common proposal.  You are encouraged to talk among yourselves and lobby during the break.
