Best Colloquium Paper Prize 2011

Dear Participant 


You have by now received acknowledgement that your abstract has been accepted by the programme committee of the IUCN Academy of Environmental Law’s  Ninth Annual Colloquium in South Africa from July 3-7, 2011.   The topic of the colloquium is Water and the Law: Towards Sustainability.   In order to encourage and showcase excellent work in environmental and natural resources law, the IUCN Academy of Environmental Law (under the auspices of its Research Committee) will award a prize for the Best Colloquium Paper.    

Eligibility:
Faculty members at IUCN Academy of Environmental Law member institutions are eligible to submit papers in response to this Call for Papers.  

To be selected, the faculty member must submit an unpublished, completed article.  The article may be accepted for publication at the time of submission, but it should not appear in print until after the 2011 Annual Colloquium.  Articles may be posted on SSRN.

Articles must address the topic of the colloquium. 

Form and Length: 
Except as detailed below, articles should be submitted in standard law review submission format, with footnotes.  Authors should try to observe a 35,000-word limitation on length.

SPECIAL FORMATTING REQUIREMENTS: To assist in the blind review process, please observe the following formatting requirements:

(1)	The author’s name and law school affiliation should appear ONLY on a detachable cover sheet.  This cover sheet should include: 

(a) Author’s Name
(b) Author’s Law School
(c) Author’s Phone Number
(d) Author’s E-Mail Address
(e) Title of Paper

(2)	No information that could identify the author should appear anywhere in the body of the article, in the header, or in the footer.

(3)	The title of the article should also appear on the first page of the article, and may appear in the header or footer of the article.

(4)	The pages of the article should be consecutively numbered.

Registration Fee and Expenses:
By submitting a paper in response to this Call for Papers, the submitter represents that: (1) the submitter plans to attend the 2011 Annual Colloquium; and 
(2) the submitter understands that he or she will be responsible for paying his or her own registration fee, lodging and travel expenses.  

How will papers be reviewed? 
The Best Colloquium Paper prize will be awarded on the basis of a blind peer review process.  As papers are received, the identifying cover sheet will be removed and the paper will be assigned a number.  Reviewers will be members of the Research Committee as well as other members of the IUCN Academy of Environmental Law.  The reviewers will award the Best Colloquium Paper prize based on the following criteria:
· The paper must be well argued and referenced. 
· The paper must make a contribution to the knowledge in the field, generate new theory, be original or propose innovative solutions, and 
· Must not have been published or presented elsewhere (the papers should also not draw  substantially from the author’s previously published articles, books or presentations).

Reviewers will also evaluate the numbered papers for clarity, originality, rigour, significance and overall academic merit, taking the above criteria into account.  They will then select the best paper by number only.  The prize winner will be announced at the Colloquium.

What will the prize be?

The prize will include the following:

· Commemorative certificate.
· Acknowledgement on the IUCN Academy of Environmental Law website and its publications.
· Notification to the prize winner’s Faculty.
· The opportunity to speak at a plenary session at the conference (if possible).
· Possibility of publication in the conference proceedings.

Will the paper be published in a book or  journal?  
If not otherwise committed, the article will be eligible for selection for publication in the collection of papers from the Colloquium.
