Problem: Clarifying the Obligations of States Regarding the Nuclear Technology and Weapons Disarmament in the 21st Century 

This Moot Court Workshop is an offshoot of the “ICJ4ICJ” / Tony Oposa Intergenerational Moot Court Workshop which happened on September 01, 2016 during the IUCN world Conservation Congress in Honolulu, Hawai’i. This time, we will dwell on the pressing issue on nuclear weapons and nuclear technology disarmament in preparation for the UNHLC on Nuclear Disarmament in 2018.

The moot court workshop is premised upon UNGA Resolution 71/71, urging states to negotiate regarding nuclear weapons and technology disarmament by 2018. Following the decision on the case filed by the Republic of Marshall Islands against the nuclear-armed states with the ICJ in 2016,  the need to determine if states, in failing to take all steps necessary to comply with [the obligations under the 1996 Advisory Opinion], including the pursuit, by initiation if necessary, of negotiations in good faith aimed at the conclusion of a convention on nuclear disarmament in all its aspects under strict and effective international control, would constitute a violation of their treaty and customary law obligations.
